Designed and engineered the user interface for a customizable Workflow engine. The system bound XML data via web services to forms through a system that once set up could be administered by a business analyst with little technical knowledge. Produced full documentation and object model, available on request.

Created a suite of ASP.NET server controls to enhance the built in .NET Web Controls. These comprised of DHTML controls that emulated the functionality usually found in fully fledged commercial ActiveX controls. These included controls for tables, dynamic lists, trees and form controls.
